CALL FOR PRESENTATIONS – DEADLINE 15 April, 2007 

Presentation proposals should include a summary/abstract not to exceed 200 words, plus a brief biographical statement about the presenter(s) including: name, office, job title, degrees held, years of experience, and areas of professional interest.  Presentations will be made in concurrent sessions; 20 minutes per presentation with a 5-minute discussion period.  Presentations requiring additional time, in increments of 20 minutes, will be considered on a case by case basis. Please submit your time requirement with your abstract. Selected presentations will be given using PowerPoint.  Written papers supporting the presentations are not required.
